The pieces of a more-than-3-
year-old puzzle came together with
Continuum Partners LLC’s  $12.4
million acquisition of the Denver
Seminary’s former site, where it’s
planning a luxury residential,

office and retail development in
partnership with JVF LLC.

The 11.5-acre site at South
University Boulevard and East
Hampden Avenue in Englewood
will be redeveloped into Kent
Place, named after the Kent
Denver School, which was located

on the site until 1968.
“Kent Place is an exciting

project for Continuum,” said
Continuum’s Kevin Foltz, devel-
opment director for the three-
phased project with a total value of
more than $400 million.

set of options to the market,
including luxury and convenience
to meet the needs of people who
are looking to downsize from their
larger homes.”

“The initial phase will include
100 condominiums in two high
rise towers, 14 townhomes and all
of Kent Place’s commercial devel-
opment – 65,000 square feet of
retail and office space.

“We’re confident Continuum
Partners will uphold our vision 
of bringing a quality, mixed-use 
project to this upscale area,” John
Forstmann, manager of JVF LLC,
said in a release. “We feel they’re
the right people for this develop-
ment and are looking forward to
working with them to bring Kent
Place to reality.”

At build-out, Kent Place will
comprise 305 condos and 45 town-
homes priced from $500,000 to
$2.5 million, underground residen-
tial parking and up to 890,000 sf of
overall development.

David Owen Tryba Architects
is designing the project, which will
feature “spectacular” views inside
and out, and the highest level of
architecture with a University of
Denver/Cherry Hills Tudor-style
look, Foltz added.

Don MacKenzie, then of
Greystar Real Estate Partners
LLC, originally put the Denver
Seminary’s site under contract.
However, when MacKenzie left
Greystar to return to MacKenzie
House LLC, he realized the project
would be too large for him to
develop on his own.

“I sought a party that I could
handle such a large transaction. I
determined that was John
Fortsmann, and at the end of the
day, it turned out it needed to be
Mark Falcone at Continuum
Partners,” said MacKenzie. “I
think the bottom line though, at the
end of the day, is it’s in the right
hands now.”

Al Ray of the Al Ray Cos. rep-

resented Greystar, which executed
the buy-sell agreement with the
buy-sell agreement with the
Denver Seminary before it was
assigned to MacKenzie House,
then to Fortsmann, who obtained
all government approvals for the
redevelopment of the property, and
finally to Continuum.

“It has been a long three-plus-
year process of negotiating with
the seminary; allowing time to
obtain the governmental approvals
needed for the redevelopment of
the property; and giving the semi-
nary time to acquire replacement
land, build its new seminary facili-
ties, and relocate its faculty and
students before the transaction
could close,” said Ray.

Kirk Douglas of Colorado
Realty Consultants acted as a con-
sultant to the seminary in the sale,
redevelopment of its property and
the acquisition and development
of its new facilities on South Santa
Fe Drive in Littleton.
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
